(Yahoo Video) On Nov 8, Keith Hardy accepted the challenge to be the first person to be
filmed for uploading the video to Internet. We did a good job of not letting him
know that he was our guinea pig ;)

Filming:

The most important part is to have a camcorder that could film speeches in
the digital format. In other words, the output of the movie should eventually
be saved in AMPEG40 or AAVI O for mat
Camcorder that can record speeches in digital format. Bob was also kind
enough to allow us to record his speech.

While a lot of camcorders directly produce mpeg4 or avi formats, | had to use
earning his 2" DTM a firewire cable and Windows Movie maker to capture the video and convert it
1 into my computer.

Uploading to Internet:

There are two most popular internet sites where videos can be uploaded.
They are YouTube and Yahoo Videos. It takes about 30 minutes to upload a
10 minute video to these sites. The internet site then uses its software to
validate the format, content and other possible items that we as consumer do
not know about.

- _ Which one: Yahoo Video or YouTube:

Jim giving his educational Currently YouTube forbids a user to upload a video longer than 10 minutes in
presentation length. Yahoo does not have this restriction. Since Keith had a longer speech

(15 minutes), | chose Yahoo. The second option was to split his whole

speech into 2 segments, which | was able to avoid.

Linking to SML! Web Site

The neat thing about uploading video to Yahoo is that you can actually
embed the frame into your web page while playing the video at a remote site.
Both sites provide a code to include in SML! web page to play the videos as
part of SML! web site.

Does it sound too complicated. Perhaps yes.. But once you play around with
the videos, it is really cool.
